Indonesia Government had granted Visa-Free favor to 11 countries and territories and visa on arrival (VOA) favor to 64 countries to be able to purchase the visa on arrival facility upon their arrival in Indonesia's
A. Visa-Free Facility
Eleven countries and  territories are eligible for Visa Free facility. Those holding valid passports from the following countries will be granted a non-extendable 30 day Visa-Free Short Visit Permit upon arrival at an Indonesian international gateway without charge.

B. Visa on Arrival (VOA)

VOA costs US$25 for 30 days. It processing is relatively fast and those who cannot pay in US$ can change money on the spot at a money changer. The 30 day visa may be extended for a further 30 days by paying an additional US$25.
